By combining late-modern French intellectual and cultural history, Catholic theology, biography, and an
analysis of Maritain s published and unpublished writings, Moore also identifies two major factors in this Catholic revival gender and Judaism that
have not received adequate attention. Discourses of femininity and Judaism were central to the French Catholic articulation and idealization of
su@ering. Moore argues that Maritain, as a Jewish convert and one of the few women in this intellectual community, embodied symbolic
associations of su@ering, holiness, women, and Jews; indeed, for her husband, godfather, confessors, friends, and godchildren, Raissa Maritain was
herself the articulation of this abject ideal. Caught as she was in a web of meaning, Raissa Maritain was an intellectual whose legacy deepens but
also subverts the centrality of femininity and Judaism in French Catholic elaborations of su@ering.
